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	Text13: AUTHORIZING A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING REGARDING USE OF AMERICAN RESCUE PLAN ACT OF 2021 (ARPA) FUNDING FOR THE SHERIFF’S OFFICE
	Text14: The United States Department of the Treasury has distributed to the Wisconsin Department of Administration, ARPA funding for the Law Enforcement Agencies Safer Communities Grant Program.  The Sheriff’s Office shall receive an award of $335,683 as part of this grant program to support costs associated with Deputy hiring, training, testing, equipment needs, to update technologies and policies, and for implementing crime reduction initiatives.
	Text16: Acceptance of grant funding requires approval of the County Board.

	Text17: Acceptance of the Law Enforcement Safer Communities grant funding shall advance violence prevention and community safety in Dane County and statewide.  Local law enforcement agencies can use the grant money for training, recruitment bonuses, community policing needs and technology.
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
