Avrticle | - Summary Desceription of Award

The purpose of the FY 2022 HSGP is to support siate and local efforts to prevent terrorism and other catastrophic events and to prepare the Nation
for the threats and hazards thal pose the greatest risk to the securily of the United States. The HSGP provides funding to implement investments that
build, sustain, and deliver the 32 core capabilities essential to achieving the National Preparedness Goal of a secure and resilient Nation, Among the
five basic homeland security missions noted in the DHS Quadrennial Homeland Sceurity Review, HSGP suppotts the geal to Strengthen National
Preparedness and Resilience. The building, sustainment, and delivery of these core capabilities are not exclusive to any single level of government,
organization, or community, but rather, require the combined effort of the whole community. This HSGP award consists of State Homeland Security
Program (SHSP) funding in the amount of $4,847,500. This grant program funds a range of activities, including planning, organization, equipment
purchase, training, exercises, and management and administration across ali core capabilitics and mission areas.
