THIS CONTRACT, made and entered into as of the date by which authorized representatives of
both parties have affixed their signatures, by and between the County of Dane (hereafter referred
to as “COUNTY”) and _1901 Inc (hereafter, “CONTRACTOR”),
and

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, COUNTY, whose address is c/o Public Works Director, 1919 Alliant Energy
Center Way, Madison, WI 53713, desires to have CONTRACTOR install Information
Management Cooling Equipment Replacement, 210 Martin Luther King Jr Blvd, (“the Project”);
and

WHEREAS, CONTRACTOR, whose address is 2801 Syene Rd, Madison, WI 53713
is able and willing to construct the Project,
in accordance with the Construction Documents and site meeting;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the above premises and the mutual covenants of the
parties hereinafter set forth, the receipt and sufficiency of which is acknowledged by each party
for itself, COUNTY and CONTRACTOR do agree as follows:

1. CONTRACTOR agrees to construct, for the price of $§ 249,892.00 the Project
and at the CONTRACTOR’S own proper cost and expense to furnish all materials, supplies,
machinery, equipment, tools, superintendence labor, insurance, and other accessories and services
necessary to complete the Project in accordance with the conditions and prices stated in the Bid
Form, , General Conditions of Contract, , the drawings which include all maps, plats, plans, and
other drawings and printed or written explanatory matter thereof, and the specifications therefore
as prepared by Public Works Project Manager

, and as enumerated in the Project Manual Table of Contents, all of which are made a part hereof
and collectively evidence and constitute the Contract.

2. The term of this Contract shall commence when fully executed by the parties. The
CONTRACTOR shall commence the Work by 3-31-23 . The Work’s
substantial completion date shall be _4-28-24 . Failure to meet commence
work or substantial completion dates on the Work as set forth herein is grounds for termination of
the Contract and other remedies as set forth in the General Conditions of Contract, incorporated
herein.

3. COUNTY agrees to pay the CONTRACTOR in current funds for the performance of the
Contract subject to additions and deductions, as provided in the General Conditions of Contract,
and to make payments on account thereof as provided in Article entitled, “Payments to
Contractor” of the General Conditions of Contract .

4. During the term of this Contract, CONTRACTOR agrees to take affirmative action to ensure
equal employment opportunities.

During the term of this Contract CONTRACTOR shall also provide copies of all
announcements of employment opportunities to COUNTY’S Office of Equity & Inclusion, and
shall report annually the number of persons, by race, ethnicity, gender, and disability status,
which apply for employment and, similarly classified, the number hired and number rejected.

6. During the term of this Contract, all solicitations for employment placed on
CONTRACTOR'’S behalf shall include a statement to the effect that CONTRACTOR is an
“Equal Opportunity Employer”.

7. CONTRACTOR agrees to furnish all information and reports required by COUNTY’S

repeal existing rights, benefits or privileges of any third party or parties including, but not limited
to, employees of the parties.

9. The entire agreement of the parties is contained herein and this Contract supersedes any and
all oral agreements and negotiations between the parties relating to the subject matter hereof. The
parties expressly agree that the express terms of this Contract shall not be amended in any fashion
except in writing, executed by both parties.

10. CONTRACTOR must be qualified as a Best Value Contractor or have proven their
exemption with Dane County Public Works Engineering Division before Bid Due Date / Time.
All contractors and subcontractors must be qualified as a Best Value Contractor or have proven
their exemption to perform any work under this Contract.

11. This Contract, and any amendment or addendum relating to it, may be executed and
transmitted to any other party by legible facsimile reproduction or by scanned legible electronic
PDF copy, and utilized in all respects as, an original, wet-inked manually executed document.
