Intent/Justification

NET GPR EFFECT: $10,000

The Department of Planning and Development has benefited from a Boys and Girls Club intern supported by funding in 
the Office for Equity and Inclusion.  As duties have become more and more professional, and in order to continue GIS 
mapping and general support, the department requires LTE funding.  The amendment provides wages and FICA for an 
LTE.
