Accept grant funds from the FY 2021 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Program in the amount of $24,865 to be used as follows:  
$6,675 to the Sheriff’s Office to purchase emergency use LED lights, $12,126 for the Dane County Drug Court Treatment Program, and $6,064 for 
the Dane County District Attorney Crime Response Program.  The City of Madison will administer the grant funds.   

Acceptance of grant funding requires County Board approval.

Use of warning lights announces the presence of law enforcement to public.  Effective police lights adapt to any situation law enforcement 
personnel may encounter including searching an area, lighting up critical operations, and pulling over drivers not complying with driving and road 
laws and regulations.  Warning lights are required to keep the public and law enforcement personnel safe.
