Homeland Security (HS), Wisconsin Emergency Management (WEM), Department of
Military Affairs (DMA), is providing grant funding of $37,100 to support the Sheriff's Office,
Hazard Devices Unit (HDU) equipment purchase, Grant Number 2022-HSW-02A-13227;
funding is available January 3, 2023 through December 29, 2023.

Article I - Summary Description of Award

The purpose of the FY 2022 HSGP is to support state and local efforts to prevent terrorism and other catastrophic events and to prepare the Nation
for the threats and hazards that pose the greatest risk to the security of the United States. The HSGP provides funding to implement investments that
build, sustain, and deliver the 32 core capabilities essential to achieving the National Preparedness Goal of a secure and resilient Nation.
