AMENDING CHAPTER 10 OF THE DANE COUNTY CODE OF ORDINANCES,REGARDING CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT APPEALS

Policy Analysis Statement:

Brief Description of Proposal -
Redirects appeals of ZLR decisions regarding CUPs from the Board of Adjustment to circuit court. This proposal

also clarifies that a conditional use permit not commenced within 1 year of approval is terminated. It also defines 30
days as a reasonable period of time to correct violations related to conditions of CUPs.

Current Policy or Practice -
BOA hears appeals of ZLR decisions related to CUPs. CUPs do not terminate if not commenced within 1 year of
approval. Reasonal period of time is undefined for corrective action related to CUPs.

Impact of Adopting Proposal -
Appeals of ZLR decisions regarding CUPs will follow a course provided for in State Statute. CUPs will be required to
commence within 1 year of approval. Enforcement of conditions of CUPs will have a specified time period of
correction.
