DCDHS has long sought to provide support for organizations that provide out of school activities and skill building for middle school youth. We have found a continuous and problematic gap in safe places for middle school aged youth to go when they are not in school. The youth centers of Dane County offer economically accessible programming for middle schoolers, by offering afterschool and summer programs where they focus on leadership development, tutoring, social emotional health, sports, and cultural activities, among many other things.. They are longstanding pillars in their communities and neighborhoods, have the trust of the families they serve, are accessible to families, and have continued to provide these services year after year with very small budgets. These agencies are the only entities in their respective geographic areas offering these particular services. Dane County collaborates with the City of Madison on funding for out of school time activities for middle schoolers. DCDHS largely supports Youth Centers outside of the city of Madison,  ensuring that these critical services are offered not just in Madison, but throughout Dane County. These centers generally have extremely limited funders, so our continued support of them is crucial. Their geographic locations and degree to which they are embedded in the communities they serve are a unique and specific qualification that they posses that is required to do this work. If we didn’t fund these specific centers, many of our more rural areas in the county including Deerfield, Stoughton, and Oregon, would not have free programming for middle schoolers to access outside of school.
