Dane County provides funding to support the operation of this bus.  This allows for the coordination of the rides to get older adults to the senior nutrition program with the other rides that Colonial Club is providing.  This coordination leads to a lower cost for service than if Dane County contracted with a separate transportation provider.   The current contract with Colonial Club has a per one way trip unit cost of $9.35 whereas if you look at service provided by the contractor who covers the city of Madison, the cost per one way trip works out to $31.64.
