Policy Analysis Statement:

Brief Description of Proposal -

This benefits low-income consumers by providing access to healthy local food, and benefits local producers by
providing demand for their products. Dane County agrees to support Electronic Benefits Transfers of the state's
FoodShare program at Farmers Markets in 2014, and to contract with a POS agency, to be determined by RFP
process, to facilitate the DCFM redemptions.
