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	Text13: Amending Chapter 47 of Dane County Code of Ordinances, Regarding Animal License Tax
	Text14: Aligns ordinance with changes to State Statute that allow for dog license fees to be waived for service animals. Adds separate fees for altered and unaltered dogs as required by State Statute (WI Stat 174.05(3)). Increases county fee for dogs from $11 - $16 for altered dogs and $11 - $26 for unaltered dogs to support increasing program costs.
	Text16: Current ordinance charges one fee of $11 for every dog regardless of spay/neuter status and does not provide for waiving license fees for service animals. 
	Text17: OA brings County Ordinance into compliance with WI State Stat to have a higher fee for unaltered dogs and allows  for waiving license fees for service animals as defined by WI Stat 106.52(1)(fm). We project the increase in fees will result in an additional $169,105 for the Animal Services program. 
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	Text18: The number of service animals as defined by WI Stat 106.52(1)(fm) is relatively small compared with the total number of companion animals owned in the County. The amount of revenue lost by waiving these fees should be minimal as some municipalities already waive these fees. Future concern involves the expansion of the State definition of a service animal and the medical conditions that a service animal can be trained to support as this may complicate the  job of the municipal clerk selling licenses.
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
