The Alliant Energy Center (AEC) is currently negotiating a public private partnership (P3) involving the Veterans
Memorial Coliseum. In anticipation of finalizing the parameters of the P3, the AEC is in need of specialized legal
services to assist with advising on the necessary complex agreements that will govern the partnership. Such
agreements will require a keen understanding of the current legal issues impacting sports and entertainment venues.

Perkins Coie,LLP was identified by the County's consultant, CAA Icon, as one of two regional law firms that have the
specialized expertise in advising the County on the governing agreements . Perkins Coie,LLP's Sports and
Entertainment practice focuses on venue construction and redevelopment for a variety of clients. Recent projects
include the Climate Pledge Arena in Washington, and the Intuit Dome in California. Corporation Counsel has evaluated
Perkins Coie, LLP services and has recommended that the County engage them.

Perkins Coie, LLP has informed the County that lead counsel's hourly rate is $900 an hour, but that it will leverage the
hourly rate of other associates so that the effective hourly rate for the County should average $700 an hour. Although it
is difficult to accurately estimate the total number of hours that will be required given the dynamic nature of contract
negotiations, Perkins Coie, LLP has estimated that it may total 45 hours of their time.

Perkins Coie,LLP will support Corporation Counsel's work on the proposed agreements that will govern the P3. These
agreements will involve complex matters related to the VMC redevelopment, including substantive financial terms that
will have a long-term impact on the AEC's campus. It is critical for the County to work with a law firm that has the
expertise necessary to advise on these terms.

Due to the anticipated time line that the parties have identified and the fact that the required expertise is limited among
local and regional law firms, the competitive bidding process cannot be utilized due to the delay associated with the
process and the likelihood that it would not yield a sufficient pool of law firms.
