The company who has provided our therapy services since the facility opened in 2011 closed all
of their operations in Wisconsin and gave notice to 28 facilities, including BPHCC, ending
services 12/31/24. Notice was given to our facility, complying with the language in the contract,
but it is not enough time to conduct an RFP. BPHCC is licensed as a skilled nursing facility
(SNF), thus State and Federal regulations require us to provide therapy services to our
residents.

Greenfield Rehabilitation Agency partners with Skilled Nursing Facilities (SNFs) to address
challenges such as reimbursement changes, regulatory scrutiny, and staffing shortages. They
provide a dedicated team of expert therapists, a rehab director, and a certified Regional Director
to support operations. Their therapists ensure accurate assessments for case mix indices and
offer monthly in-services to enhance staff understanding of clinical programs. Their full-service
partnership helps meet resident needs while maintaining industry productivity standards,
improving patient care, and reducing costs. Additionally, they handle administrative tasks like
HR, recruiting, payroll, and compliance, allowing BP to focus on operational goals and patient
outcomes.
