CCOP through CLTS Providers — Waiver Justification

DCDHS distributes its Children’s Community Options Program (CCOP) funding through its existing network of
Children’s Long-Term Support (CLTS) providers. CLTS providers are selected through an application and review
process with Wisconsin’s Dept of Health Services (DHS), and thus already meet our State and County requirements.
When a provider becomes a CLTS provider in Dane County through the DHS application process, they automatically
also become a CCOP vendor.

Coordinating both CCOP and CLTS through the same providers allows for a number of programmatic, fiscal, and
administrative efficiencies benefiting the County and residents. Perhaps most importantly, this allows vendors to have
flexibility for participants, as some children may meet functional eligibility for CLTS but may not qualify for Medicaid —
or may need specific services covered with CCOP but not with CLTS. Using the same providers ensures continuity of
care for families, coordinated service planning, and integrated fiscal management. The structure minimizes
administrative burden, supports statutory compliance, and ensures efficient and family-centered service delivery.
