AMENDING CHAPTER 25 OF THE DANE COUNTY CODE OF ORDINANCES,  4 
REGARDING HUMAN SERVICES CONTRACTS 5

The County Board of Supervisors of the County of Dane does ordain as follows: 7 
 8 
ARTICLE 1. Unless otherwise expressly stated herein, all references to section 9 
and chapter numbers are to those of the Dane County Code of Ordinances. 10 
 11 
ARTICLE 2.  Section 25.50 is repealed in its entirety as follows: 12 
 13 
25.50 HUMAN SERVICES CONTRACTS. 14 
(1)(a) Purchase of care and service contracts that are subject to regulation 15 
under Wis. Stats. ss. 46.036 and 49.34 that are under $100,000 that have not 16 
been identified as a major contract may be executed by the director of the 17 
department of human services without approval by the County Board or County 18 
Executive. 19 
(b) Purchase of care and service contracts that are subject to regulation under 20 
Wis. Stats. ss. 46.036 and 49.34 in excess of $100,000 may be executed by the 21 
director of the department of human services if the contract has been approved 22 
as part of the County budget process. 23 
(c) All other contracts for the Human Services Department are subject to the 24 
provisions of this chapter. 25 
 26 
(2)(a) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this chapter, change orders, 27 
modifications and addenda to human services department contracts that are 28 
under 10% of the aggregate cost of the contract may be approved by the 29 
director of the department of human services. 30 
(b) Change orders, modifications or addenda to human services contracts that 31 
exceed 10% of the aggregate cost of the contract must be approved by the 32 
Health and Human Needs Committee and Personnel and Finance Committee. 33 
 34 
(3) The human services department is authorized to develop purchasing 35 
procedures, not inconsistent with this chapter, to procure goods and services 36 
related to client services. 37

[EXPLANATION: This amendment repeals all exceptions to the approval and 40 
execution requirements for the Department of Human Service’s care and 41 
service agreements.] 42
