	detailed description: The Sheriff’s Office requests purchase of SCBA (Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus) cylinders (tanks) and supporting items to expand and maintain its operational inventory for jail emergency response, as well as fire extinguisher's to maintain required fire protection coverage within the jail facility and to meet applicable fire/life-safety requirements. The purchase will be made through Jefferson Fire & Safety (Middleton, WI), a supplier specializing in emergency response and fire safety equipment.
 
Scope includes:
 
SCBA cylinders (tanks): approximately 39 cylinders to support immediate operational use and spares. Cylinders must be compatible with the Sheriff’s Office’s existing SCBA platform and suitable for use in a correctional facility environment.
Accessories/ancillary components: any required cylinder-related components needed for safe storage, readiness, and deployment (as detailed in the vendor’s quote).
Hard cases: protective cases for secure storage and transport of cylinders to reduce damage and ensure readiness.
 
Fire Extinguisher's:  Approximately 91 fire extinguishers of various types and sizes.  These extinguishers must be placed in service on a defined schedule and then maintained under an ongoing inspection/testing program to remain compliant and operationally ready.

	Only one vendor possesses the unique and singularly available ability to meet the Departments requirements: On
	detailed explanation: This request for SCBA's is justified as a sole source procurement because Jefferson Fire & Safety is the only authorized dealer for the required 3M products in Dane County. As a result, competition is effectively unavailable for the specified equipment through other local vendors.
The Sheriff’s Office must purchase approximately 39 SCBA tanks and hard cases for immediate deployment and spares. These items are used to support life-safety operations and evacuation assistance during a fire or smoke event within the jail environment, including the unique multi-story design of the South Tower. Due to the safety-critical nature of SCBA equipment, the Sheriff’s Office must maintain standardized equipment supported through an authorized channel to ensure the products are genuine, supported, and serviceable under manufacturer requirements. Because Jefferson Fire & Safety is the only authorized 3M dealer in Dane County, the Sheriff’s Office cannot obtain the required equipment through a competitive solicitation from multiple local sources.
 
The fire extinguishers require ongoing inspection, certification/tagging, maintenance, and periodic testing over their service life.  To ensure life-safety readiness and compliance, the Sheriff's Office requires a vendor that can provide both:
1.  Supply of the required extinguisher types (including the mix of specifications needed across the facility), and
2.  Continuous service support including (as applicable): Initial placement/in-service support, routine inspections, annual maintenance, recharging after use, and scheduled hydrostatic testing/replacement, with appropriate documentation for audits and inspections.
Using different suppliers and service providers (or mixing equipment platforms) can create avoidable operational and compliance risk, including inconsistent inspection records, gaps in scheduled service, delays in recharging repair, and increased likelihood of extinguishers being out of service when needed.
Jefferson Fire & Safety has provided fire protection equipment and service for the jail for many years.  Procuring the extinguishers through Jefferson allows the Sheriff's Office to maintain a single service provider responsible for all of these services, minimizing the likelihood of compliance deficiencies and operational risk.
