CCOP services are provided under a  POS contract. CLTS is a Medicaid program with an open provider network. The County contracts with all qualified providers that meet state and County requirements. The children they serve must meet the CLTS program's functional eligibility requirements. Some children who meet functional eligibility requirements are ineligible for Medicaid. Those children  receive case management services under the Children's Community Options Program (CCOP). Other children may be enrolled in CLTS, but require an item or a service that is not covered under the program. These items and services are paid for with CCOP. 



Under the TPA contract, Dane County authorizes services and the state's third party administrator pays the provider for services rendered. Under the POS contract, the County authorizes services and pays the provider.  The state requires all case management agencies to provide both CLTS and CCOP services. No case management agency would ever have a POS contract without a TPA contract, but every TPA case management contract must have a corresponding POS contract.
