The communication tower placed, constructed or modified under Conditional Use Permit No. ‘
2434 may be built to an initial height of up to 100 feet above ground level. Extension beyond the
maximum permitted height of 100 feet above ground level shall require amendment and approval
of a new Conditional Use Permit. 5)Final site plan(s) and design drawings for the proposed tower
are subject to review and approval by the Town of Dunn prior to installation of the tower. 6)No
graphic message or advertising may be permitted on the tower. This would not prohibit the use

of warning or equipment information signs 7)Fencing and locks must be provided to secure the
site. No barbed wire or razor wire fencing is permitted 8)Landscaping must be provided and
approved by the Town 9)The proposed tower shall be light blue or gray, or other colors that are
demonstrated to minimize visibility. The use of mottling as a camouflage is encouraged 10)The
tower and any antennas shall not be lighted except as required by the Federal Aviation
Administration or other lawful authority 11)No trespassing signs shall be posted on any security
fencing
