THE CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT IS SUBJECT TO THE FOLLOWING CONDITION(S):

1) Hours of Operation: Hours of operation are daylight dependent. The facility will be used by groups
during standard business hours as well as evenings and weekends. Spring, summer, and fall will be the
primary use seasons when weather conditions allow.

2) Anticipated Customers: UW-Madison trained and authorized facilitators/instructors will be the only
allowed individuals to operate the course. The course will only be used by groups who have contracted
with ALPS. This facility will not be open to the public.

3) Outside Storage: A storage shed, not to exceed 1,500sf, is proposed as indicated on the plan. This
facility along with the entire ropes course will be enclosed by a fence.

4) Outdoor Activities: Low and high ropes course modules. Pole heights not to exceed 50'.

5) Outdoor Lighting: There will be no outdoor lighting.

6) Outside Loudspeakers: There will be no outside loudspeakers or amplification improvements to the
site.

7) Proposed Signs: There are no proposed signs for this facility.

8) Trash Removal: Trash removal services will be coordinated with the existing facilities. No new
dumpsters or recycle containers are anticipated.

9) Restrooms: Permanent restrooms will be added as funding allows. There is no current timeline on
their implementation. Portable restrooms and/or existing site restrooms will be used in the interim.
