More progress is also coming on some long overdue infrastructure upgrades at 
both the Job Center and the Neighborhood Intervention Program buildings.  We are 
taking advantage of the limited number of staff in the buildings to re-cube the Job 
Center to make better use of the space and also for some important safety 
upgrades.  Both spaces are also getting important lobby upgrades to make the 
buildings safer for both staff and visitors.  Funding for these projects was allocated 
in the 2019 capital budgets.   

Programmatically, the department remains busy and engaged in meeting the needs 
of our community during this unprecedented time.  We continue to field and 
respond to sporadic staff COVID exposures from time to time, albeit not as 
frequently as November.
