Despite encountering several limiting factors that 

impeded progress, many community businesses and churches serving older adults of 

color and identify as LGBTQIA+ were successfully educated about the Work Group, 

AAA Board, and Standing Committees. AAA Manager Cheryl Batterman reported there 

are still three positions on the AAA Board that need immediate replacements. Committee 

members discussed new ideas to help recruit applicants. MCGINNITY reported having 

three candidates who were interested in serving on a Standing Committee.
