	Provide a detailed description of the goodsservices intended to be purchasedRow1: This bid waiver is being submitted to obtain approval for the Sheriff's Office to upgrade two LiveScan fingerprint machines that are in use within the department. One of these machines is located in central booking. The other is located in the DNA collection room. In addition to the upgraded machines, this funding would allow us to purchase two ruggedized cabinets to hold the machines, two printers, and two years of maintenance. 

The specifics of the purchase are as follows: 

Two ID Networks Criminal Livescan Station replacements. Two Cross match LSCAN 500 scanners with 10-print & palm print capture capabilities and updated fingerroll Livescan software. Two Windows 10 desktop PCs to be used in conjunction with the Livescan machines. 

Two rugged cabinets with 22” display

Two FBI certified Lexmark printers with duplexers and trays

Two years of pre-paid annual maintenance

	Provide a detailed explanation as to why the competitive bidding RFBRFP process cannot be used Also provide a detailed justification in relation to the Procurement Exceptions chosenRow1: The two LiveScan machines that we would like to upgrade were originally purchased from ID Networks in 2013 and 2005. These machines are used to record fingerprints and send them electronically to the Department of Justice. They are also used to verify identities. These machines have far exceeded their useful life and are in need of an upgrade. The components necessary for the upgrade are only available through ID Networks. Components manufactured by other vendors are not compatible with the components of the ID Networks devices that are still functional and that we intend to maintain. The Sheriff's Offices uses ten MorphoIdent devices (handheld devices also used to record fingerprints and positively identify people) which are also provided by IDNetworks. It is desirable that all of our fingerprinting equipment be provided by the same vendor for ease of use, ease of training, consistency and efficiency. 

The ruggedized cabinets that we are requesting are uniquely sized to accomodate and protect the LiveScan machines available through ID Networks. 

The printers are also specifically designed to be used with the ID Networks LiveScan machines.
