Dane County has implemented Next Generation 911 (NG9-1-1), as part of the statewide system
for the public safety call routing. NG9-1-1 relies on Geographic Information System (GIS) data,
developed at the county level, to validate a call to an address and hand off the call to the
appropriate 911 Public Safety Communications Center. NG9-1-1 provides enhanced location
information when someone calls 911, resulting in a more effective response. The system is
dependent on accurate GIS data coming from the county for accurate address and routing data.

The Department of Military Affairs (DMA), Office of Emergency Communications (OEC),
NG9-1-1 GIS Grant Program, provides grants to Land Information Offices (LIO) related to the
GIS data creation, preparation, and training for NG9-1-1 implementation, as authorized by Wis
Stats. 256.35(3s)(br). The Dane County Land Information Office (LIO) has been awarded a
NG9-1-1 GIS Grant.

Environmental Systems Research Institute, Inc. (ESRI) has been contracted to provide
consulting services for continued assistance with implementing the ArcGIS Address Data
Management Solution that will be used to develop and manage the enhanced location
information required by Next Generation 911. The NG9-1-1 GIS Grant funding will be utilized for
this consulting fee.

Land Information Office for many years and is the application used by other Dane County
departments (LWRD, Planning, 911, etc.) for their GIS needs. The Address Data Management
Solution is an ESRI product that enhances the reporting capabilities required for the NG9-1-1
system. ESRI is the only vendor who has the ability to assist with the implementation of the
ADMS system.
