	detailed description: Dane County is contracting with the Greater Wisconsin Agency on Aging Resources (GWAAR) to administer Older Americans Act-funded legal advocacy services for older adults in Dane County through the regional legal services contract awarded to Legal Action of Wisconsin. This purchase supports legal services associated with Dane County's Elder Benefit Specialist program and allows the County to participate in a coordinated multi-county service model for the 71 Wisconsin counties outside Milwaukee County.

	Only one vendor possesses the unique and singularly available ability to meet the Departments requirements: Off
	detailed explanation: Prior to 2026, the Wisconsin State Office on Aging contracted directly with the Greater Wisconsin Agency on Aging Resources (GWAAR) to provide Older Americans Act-funded legal services for all counties except Milwaukee County. Beginning in 2026, revised federal guidance required the State to allocate legal services funding directly to the Area Agencies on Aging rather than contracting centrally through GWAAR. As a result, Dane County became responsible for securing these services.
Because Dane County's annual allocation for this purpose is limited to $19,564, conducting a separate county procurement would be administratively inefficient and would not be the most effective use of available federal funds. To address this, Dane County partnered with GWAAR in a regional procurement effort. GWAAR issued a competitive RFP for legal services covering the 71 Wisconsin counties outside Milwaukee County, and Legal Action of Wisconsin was selected through that process.
Dane County proposes to contract with GWAAR to administer Dane County's participation in this regional legal services arrangement, with Legal Action of Wisconsin providing services that support older adults in Dane County through the Elder Benefit Specialist program. Approval of this waiver will allow Dane County to leverage an existing competitive procurement, avoid duplicative solicitation costs, maintain continuity of specialized legal advocacy services, and ensure efficient use of limited Older Americans Act funding.
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
