AMEND 7.22(4)(c) SCHEDULING, NOTICE AND CONDUCT OF MEETINGS:

7.22(4)(c) Hybrid — simultaneously held in-person and virtually. Hybrid meetings shall be
held at a physical location open to the public. ard-a-minimum-ofone-board-orcommittee
member-shall-bephysically presentforthe-entire-meeting: The committee member
chairing the meeting shall be physically present for the entire meeting. The Board Chair
acting as an ex officio member pursuant to s. 7.03(6) may serve as the member
physically present for the meeting.

AMEND 7.0001 and 7.22(5) DEFINITIONS; SCHEDULING, NOTICE AND CONDUCT
OF MEETINGS:

Add the following new provisions regarding artificial intelligence use for meetings to
Chapter 7 in the sections referenced below.

The County Board of Supervisors of the County of Dane does ordain as follows:

Unless otherwise expressly stated herein, all references to section and chapter numbers
are to those of the Dane County Code of Ordinances.

Section 7.0001(1) is renumbered to Section 7.0001(2).
Section 7.0001(1) is amended to read:

(1) Generative artificial intelligence technology means any software that creates content
by simulating human learning, comprehension, problem solving, decision making,
creativity and autonomy.

Section 7.22(5)(e) is created to read as follows:

(e) If a member does not attend a meeting in person or virtually, they may not use
generative artificial intelligence such as automated meeting assistants or note takers in
connection with that meeting.
