The goal is to prepare, cook, and serve approximately 7,900 meals to older adults who
come to the Goodman Community Center, Inc. for socialization and nutrition. Based on the meal cost of $5.11 per meal, the estimated annual cost is $40,369 for a total of $201,845 for the next 5 years.

(GCC) is one of the twenty-four Senior Nutrition Program dining sites that are located throughout Dane County. 

The community center has their own in-house commercial catering operation that supplies breakfast, lunch, and snacks for their preschool, 4K, and summer camp programs and they're also the catering provider of home delivered meals for the City of Madison and Monona. With the on-site location, delivery costs are avoided, food temps are easily held within safe serving and holding ranges, and the familiarity of working with other federal lunch and breakfast programs makes it easy for them to meet the specific criteria and requirements required by both the Dane County Senior Nutrition Program policies and procedures and the Wisconsin Department of Health's Nutrition Services Aging Operations Manual. In addition, using the on-site caterer, avoids a rental fee for using the dining room and prep-kitchen space. 

Since GCC provides 300+ meals for other programming, in addition to the 40-50 daily congregate meals served under this contract, we are able to keep the meal cost affordable at $5.11. 

This site is greatly utilized by older adults in the community due to the location, accessibility with public transportation, food pantry, gym, and other activities offered. A large portion of un-housed older adults frequent this location, again due to ease of access. If underage adults, that are not eligible for the meals under this contract, arrive at the dining site in need of a nutritious meal, the GCC uses charitable funding to provide it.
